A Problem with Credit Cards

Hi, I’m Amina. In the past I never saw any problem using credit cards. They are more convenient and quicker than trying to remember to get out cash from the ATM before I go shopping.  I never thought using a credit card was a problem until I noticed that I charged more than I had in my bank account. I used my credit card to buy things when I didn’t have any money saved to pay for them. I got more and more into debt. Then I learned about a new idea. 

My friend told me that if I take out cash after I put my check into my bank account, I could save money. He said that if I put my cash into different envelopes like “food”, “entertainment” and “gas”, then I could limit how much I spend on each category each month. Here’s how it works. I can only spend what I have in each envelope for that pay period. When the money in an envelope is gone, I cannot spend anymore in that category.  I need to wait until my next paycheck and put more cash in the envelopes. I started this process a couple months ago. Since I began, I have not had any more debt. I only spend the money I have. It’s challenging, but I am very responsible with my spending now.
