Demonstrative pronouns
Demonstrative pronouns tell which one or which group is referred to. Here is a list of demonstrative pronouns: 


THAT     THIS     THESE     THOSE 
THIS and THESE point to people or things that are near in space or time. 
THAT and THOSE point to people or things that are farther away in space or time. 

EXAMPLE 1: THIS is a new book.( the antecedent of THIS is book) 

EXAMPLE 2: THOSE are rare coins. (the antecedent of THOSE is rare coins)
